The Administrative Board recommends using online BillPay through your bank.


What is BillPay?
With your bank’s online BillPay, you can pay any company or person in the US with funds from your associated checking account, for example; Payment To: Westport Point United Methodist Church.
You can fill in the Memo line, for example; Monthly Pledge.
You can setup BillPay to make automatic payments on the same day each month, for example; the 15th of every month. 
The bank prints a check and mails it for you to arrive at the church on your predetermined due date.
You can review your payments online anytime and in your monthly statement.
You can set up mobile phone text or email messages to alert you when a payment is to be processed or has been sent.
Your bank’s online BillPay system is encrypted to insure the safe transfer of funds.
Generally, there is no bank charge for using its online BillPay services.
You can change or cancel a payment at anytime prior to the processing of the next bill payment should your circumstances change.
BillPay insures that your intended contribution is received regardless of whether you are able to attend church each Sunday.
BillPay maintains your privacy. 
Is Green, it saves the church the purchase of your stewardship envelopes.
Is hassle free, no scrambling at the last moment to write your pledge check and your bank keeps you up-to-date with your pledge, so no big check “catch-ups.”
